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CircleJam family event to educate about the blues, 
benefit The Circle School

Harrisburg, PA (March 3, 2008) – CircleJam, featuring some of the area’s best blues bands and blues-related workshops, will be held at The Rose Lehrman Arts Center at Harrisburg Area Community College (HACC) Sunday, March 16, 1-6 p.m.

“Great blues music and seminars for all ages make this a family-oriented, community outreach event to educate people about the blues, at the same time raising awareness of a unique school,” said Carrie Baker, president of the Blues Society of Central Pennsylvania (BSCP) and parent of a Circle School student. 
The event is hosted by the BSCP, with musicians donating their time, and The Circle School, which will benefit from the event.
Performing bands include the Don Johnson Project which has just returned from Memphis where they represented BSCP at the International Blues Challenge. Each year, blues societies from all over the world send a band and/or a solo/duo act to compete at the event hosted by the Blues Foundation.

Locally, BSCP held a competition to determine its representative at the International Blues Challenge. The Little Ivory Blues Band (all 14 and 15 year-olds) came in second in that competition and also will perform at CircleJam.  

Krypton City Blues Revue won last year’s local contest, representing BSCP in Memphis. They also will perform.
Jimbo Sage relocated to central Pennsylvania from New Orleans after Hurricane Katrina and will perform an acoustic set. 

Acoustic Stew, Three Trains Comin’, and The Circle School band featuring adults and students from the school complete the performance schedule.
The BSCP has donated 100 harmonicas to give away at the harmonica workshop by Dane Paul Russel. Mitch Ivanoff and Lee Carroll will present a History of the Blues workshop. Dr. Mo will present a Blues Guitar workshop, and Harry Werner and Scott Stump will present a Blues Rhythm Workshop.
There also will be a basket raffle and food available for sale. 
Proceeds from CircleJam will benefit the financial aid program at The Circle School, a nonprofit independent school in Harrisburg. Founded in 1984, the school is part of the integral schools movement worldwide, committed to democratic and personal self-governance in schools.

The Circle School is a leader and model among such schools, with year-round admissions of students from preschool through high school.
